Colorado Law’s Silicon Flatirons Center (“Silicon Flatirons”) is seeking an individual to work as a Research Associate (the “CableLabs Fellow”) for a one-year term.  The job could start during the Spring 2009 semester (viz., as early as January 2009), however, the start date is flexible and could start as late as August 2009.  Applications are being accepted on an on-going basis.  

This Silicon Flatirons’ Research Fellow position will specialize in technology policy, with emphases in agency regulation and economic. An ideal candidate will have a juris doctor degree and demonstrated interest and experience in technology and telecommunications law. Experience working at a regulatory agency or practicing telecommunications law is a bonus. Candidates should be interested in helping support classes (including Colorado Law’s Technology Policy Clinic), help lead technology policy outreach efforts across the university community, be interested in serving as the director of the Institute of Regulatory Law and Economics (which provides an intensive training for state regulators), and conduct original research in the area of technology policy. 

SPECIFICS OF POSITION

· One year term (with possibility of renewal for second year)

· The position could begin during the Spring 2008 semester; however, the start date is flexible and a date as late as August 2009 is possible. 

· Primary responsibilities.  

· Develop curriculum and help lead programs and courses for domestic and foreign regulators, oriented around the intersection of law, economics, and technology.

· Help supervise student advocacy and related projects in the Samuelson-Glushko Technology Law & Policy Clinic.  

· Conduct research and draft reports related to meetings and roundtable discussions involving industry leaders, academics, and policy-makers, such as the “Flatirons Summits on Regulatory Policy” events and the “Roundtable Series on Entrepreneurship, Innovation and Public Policy” events. 

· Lead and coordinate activities jointly sponsored by Silicon Flatirons and the University of Colorado’s Interdisciplinary Telecommunications Program (ITP), such as policy-based student competitions.  

· lead and support Silicon Flatirons’ cross-campus initiatives concerning technology policy, including working with stakeholders in other disciplines and campus departments as well as in the surrounding community.
· Direct the Institute for Regulatory Law and Economics.
· Compensation:  Estimated $50,000 plus University of Colorado benefits (salary to be adjusted commensurate with experience)
